Hopefully by the time 
that you read this our 
dam work should be 
started, I do not    be-
lieve that we will be 
doing more than the 
tow drain and spillway 
repairs this year. There 
has been an awful abundance of 
untruths spread around the Trails 
about this project. Some have been 
spread by people who have not 
even been to a Dam meeting. If 
you have    questions contact a 
Board member at the office. If one 
is not available he or she will re-
ceive your message and return 
your call. I am usually at the 
teepee anywhere from 2 to 4 hours 
per day. Other BOD members are 
in at different intervals. 
 
This summer will be a hardship for 
all as the lake will be lowered. The 
beach will be open for sun bathing 
only. No swimming. As you can 
imagine the pool will probably be 
crowded to capacity so we ask that 
you abide by the rules that will be 
instituted. 
We have had discussions with the 
Fire Department-Penn Forest # 2 
and we will be using the pool  
water if we have a fire in the 
Trails. They have requested that 

we not use the 10 parking spaces 
in the parking lot along the fence 
line so that they will have access to 
the pool if they need it. They will 
have to back their trucks up to the 
gate. 
                                                     

As most of you are aware we have 
had numerous meetings with all of 
the State and Federal agencies 
involved with this project and it 
seems that just as you think you 
can see light at the end of the  
tunnel another department is 
heard from and puts a monkey 
wrench in all of the progress we 
have made. Once this happens all 
the other people involved back off. 
Believe me you donõt know the 
frustrations that we have gone 
through and continue to go 
through. 
Our road paving was started in 
May. Once more we were able to 
get a big bang for our buck. 
We now have two crews from 
Youth Services active in the Trails. 
One group is being utilized to 
clean up and chip brush. The   
second group is taking place of the 
part timers that we hired during 
the summer. We are paying both 
groups minimum wage for 4 out of 
8 hours. This is a win win situa-

tion. We save money, the youths 
working in the Trails are able to 
pay their fines off. This         
program is very  beneficial to us 
and also to the state. We started 
this program last year and it is 
now the pilot program for the 

state.  
 We are asking all of 
our property owners 
to please be our eyes 
and ears. If you see 
something that does 
not look right to you 
please call Security or 
the Office and report 
what you have wit-
nessed. 

 
We have had people 

ask us what right do you have to 
tell me if I can burn on my own 
property? When you buy into a 
community you give up certain 
rights and agree to follow the 
Rules and Regulations of the 
Association. These rules are put 
into affect to protect all who live 
in the community. When we 
have a high alert for fire we will      
institute a burn ban. We require 
you to have a permit to burn so 
that we are aware as to the    
location of all fires in           
Towamensing Trails. If smoke is 
seen from the fire towers and 
reported we can verify that it is a 
controlled fire and not a brush 
fire or a house that is on fire. 
These rules are for your safety as 
well as your neighbors.

Meeting time changes 
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Firewise Committee Report  
We met on April 2, 2009 and discussed the usage of the grant money for the summer program.  Youth Services will be utilized in 
clearing fire hazard debris from Trails properties. We also discussed: ôBURN BANõ signs, water tanks to be available for fire compa-
nies usage while the lake is drawn down, our helpful seminar at IML, making information available at the Annual meeting regarding 
protecting our properties should a wildfire occur and the upcoming Cert/Firewise fire simulation to be held at IML on May 2, 2009.  
Our thanks to Ron McCuen for applying for the Wildfire Hazard Mitigation Grant that was approved in the amount of $33,585.00. 
 

Advisory & Planning Committee  
 Advisory continues to promote the òGreening the Trailsó environmental programs. The composting, recycling, sand mound program 
was successful and well received. The series continues with òRaingardensó on June 6 @ 2:00PM. Raingardens offer a low-cost and 
effective solution to the standing water and drainage problems common in the òTrailsó. The BOD acted on Advisoryõs recommenda-
tion to install additional recycle bins in order to capture all the recyclable materials, keep them out of the waste stream and reduce 
disposal costs. Win-Win ! 
Advisory continues working on a comprehensive Policy & Procedures manual for all TTPOA activity. Based on an Advisory recom-
mendation, Intrepid Security has changed incident response documentation in order to be more effective in preventing recurring com-
plaints. 
Advisory recommended to BOD that branch & brush drop-off days should include a weekday in addition to Saturday drop-offs. Advi-
sory is also looking into a bulk buying consortium type of arrangement with a major propane supplier in order to reduce propane costs 
to Trails property owners.
